RU-MLB4P will reserve power from the switch even while being powered from an external 24 Vdc supply.  If PoE power and an external 24 Vdc supply are both feeding an RU-
MLB4P, the unit will run from the external supply and will seamlessly switch over to PoE power upon loss of the external supply.
